GUIDELINES FOR POSTER PRESENTATIONS

This Guide is to assist Presenters preparing Poster Presentations for the HIMAA 2003 Conference: Building Bridges. 

In our experience, there are occasions when otherwise good posters are spoilt by poor presentation. The most common errors are trying to get too much information on the poster, and using lettering that is too small or hard to read at a glance. 

The hints given below will ensure that your audience will be able to read your poster easily.

maximum size of poster: 120 cm x 120 cm

· Simplicity, clarity and visibility are important principles for posters

· Let your audience see your key points at a glance

· Use a type style which can be read easily (such as Arial) and an appropriate letter size.

· Use no more than 3 main colours that are easy to read

· Conference participants should be able to read your poster from a distance of 2 metres.

· Posters can either be in portrait or landscape layout.

· Your poster should include the following:

Author(s)



Institutions (s)
